For when the grace of the Gospel had been preached to them, there were not lacking certain of the party of the circumcision, Christians by name, who yet possessed not in themselves the benefits of that grace: these men still wished to live under the yoke of the law,  which the Lord God had imposed because of those who served sin and not for the sake of the followers after righteousness, in other words, the law was a means of bringing their sins to light, not of taking them away. Nothing takes away sin, save only the grace of faith, which works by love.

Because of this, the Galatians began to entertain doubts concerning the Apostle Paul, by whom they had had the Gospel preached to them, because his doctrine was not the same as that of the other Apostles, who insisted on submission to the Jewish law.

HE same issue is raised in Ithe Epistle to the Romans: however, there is this difference: in the Epistle to the Romans, the Apostle ends the contention and settles the strife that had arisen between the Jews on the one side and the believing Gentiles on the other: the Jews considered that the Gospel had been given to them as due reward for their merits in observing the law, and they grudged this reward being given to the uncircumcised on the grounds that they had not earned it: the Gentiles main- tained that they were more deserving than the Jews, who were the murderers of the Lord. But in the Epistle to the Galatians. the Apostle is writing to those who had already been influenced by the authority of those belonging to the Jewish party, and who  were being forced into observance of the law.
